She wants to be in the draw as 
she is the defending champion from last year. Would have to redo whole draw.

Should be 
done on course handicap, not index. This is in the NZ Golf Manual. Grant 



Handicap index 
for Tauhara course was missing. 
Markers too small on greens for NTP’s. Mary to talk to James. 
It was agreed that next year we play Four BBB the first day (instead of 
Combined Stableford) and Foursomes the second day. 
Entertainment was good, but a lot of work for only 1 hour. 
Catering was good. No problems encountered.  
Entry fee may go up next year to $60.

Results were in by 3pm. 

Even on second 
day, players from Taupo played together.
